Program Description:

“FFA is here to Learn and Serve” is the title of a program used to promote a link between FFA students and their community.  According to Eyler and Giles, 1999, “service-learning is a form of experiential education where learning occurs through a cycle of action and reflection as students work with others through a process of applying what they are learning to community problems and, at the same time, reflecting upon their experience as they seek to achieve real objectives for the community and deeper understanding and skills for themselves.”

FFA students will work with community organizations or members of the community to share their skills in order to make their community a better place to live.  This grant program will involve young people in helping to determine and meet real, defined community needs.

Goals:  

· Community members and FFA members will work together to define challenges and solutions for their community.

· A complete plan must be developed and implemented.

· Community agencies receive voluntary help that they would not have been able to afford

· Community needs are seen as important and as opportunities for school/student attention

· Students feel more connected to their community when they help others

· Students will learn responsibility, dependability, problem-solving and organization skills

Timeline:

August:  Information of the grant program is distributed


October 1:  Grant applications are due

October 15:  Announcement of Awards and funds expended


April 1: Report forms due

Awards:  The foundation will offer grants up to $500 for use in chapters to promote service-learning.  The budget section of the application will provide space for detailing the amount needed and how it will be utilized.  

All grant recipients are required to:
· Provide a written project evaluation upon completion of the project

· Use the Alliance Pipeline logo on all publicity

· Provide photographs or other materials, if applicable.

Total Funds expended for this project:   over $8000  
Application Information: Complete the attached form and return by October 1 to ND FFA Foundation,  
PO Box 6022, Bismarck, ND 58506-6022.  Winning applicants will be notified by October 15.  All projects that receive funding must be conducted between October and April.  A final report of the project and how funds were utilized must be submitted by April 1.
